Trip information 

Travel on Campbell Coach bus with Clarion Limestone FFA.  This way we can split the cost.  There are about 20 students per school.

 Total cost is over $250.00 per person  but that is why we fundraise!!!! 

Fundraising allows us to make the trip much cheaper per student.  If the FFA member participated in no fundraising this fall the cost is $150, one fundraiser $100 and two fundraisers, $50.    

This includes the hotel with a very good free breakfast, evening meal, and all museum or entrance fees.   So the only additional  cost to the students is a lunch on Monday, Tuesday, and Wednesday, plus any extra snacks or food at night.  Most times it is a Sheetz or McDonalds we stop at for lunch.  All of the tour stops have items for sale that can be purchased.

  The pool at the Hotel is open.  No lifeguard.

There is a Weiss Grocery Store and a TJ Maxx in a small plaza about 100 yards from the hotel that students can walk to and get snacks before we go to the hotel.  We will go to the plaza if necessary as a group with a teacher to walk with them.    The plaza parking lot is separated from the hotel with a small grass hill.  No roads to cross. 

Three other schools other than us and Clarion Limestone are staying at the hotel at the same time, Wilmington, Mohawk, and Blackhawk, all FFAs from Lawrence county.  We have all stayed together before and many of the students know students from other schools.  

We have stayed in the same hotel for over 15 years, at a very affordable rate.  We get the rooms for $70 per night every year.  This shows how well the students have behaved and acted respectfully from Moniteau over the years.  We are up and moving early every morning about the same schedule as school, so I expect students to act maturely and understand they need to get some sleep, so that they fully enjoy and utilize the benefits of the trip.

ABSOLUTELY no girls in boy rooms and vice versa. 

At the time when lights out occur may vary from day to day.  All students must return to their assigned room for the remainder of the night.  

Parents please note any behavioral issues with students in terms of rooms or breaking school rules.  I will contact school principals and parents will be responsible to provide a form of transportation FROM Harrisburg.  In addition, the school will also apply disciplinary actions.
 
This year Mr. Smith and Mrs Bishop will be accompanying us along with Mr. Ochs and Mr, Miller from Clarion Limestone.  We expect the students to behave and be responsible on the trip, at the PA Farm Show, the tours, restaurant stops, and anywhere we are.  They are out in public the entire trip, so they are representing themselves, their families, the FFA, the school and myself and other chaperones; so I expect them to act appropriately.   



We will spend Monday Evening and Tuesday morning at the PA Farm Show for a few hours during and after the square dance and demonstrations.  The students have plenty of time to see the whole farm show in that time frame.  The Farm Show has many places to eat, but unfortunately they are expensive.  The students will be on their own in student groups looking around. 


We will be leaving the school on Monday the 6th  at 6am.  Please arrive no later than 5:50 am to begin loading.  We plan to arrive home on Wednesday January 8th in the evening, hopefully around 6 PM.


This is a really good trip and also very enjoyable.  I expect the students to be respectful and well behaved.  I do not want to have to call parents and have them come to Harrisburg to pick someone up because of behavior.  I expect them to act like the young adults they are and follow three simple rules;
 1.  Be where they are to be, 
 	 2. Do what they are supposed to do
 3. Do it to their best ability.
 If they want to go on other trips with the FFA this is the one that sets the standard. Students have not gone on other trips because they could not act appropriately on a trip.
